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2012-2013 Uniform & Drug Testing Policy Changes….. 
 
Girls ONLY will have another uniform shoe option beginning this 
upcoming school year.  The navy/white saddle oxford shoe will be 
allowed in either a leather or tennis shoe type.  These shoes are 
available at Greenwood Shoes in Lafayette and Academy Sports.  
Sample shoes are on display in the school’s front office. 
 
Beginning with the 2012-2013 school year, our drug testing policy 
will be expanded to include random testing for synthetic drugs as 
well as hair testing.  Synthetic drugs are now detectable using the 
present test through SECON.  Testing for synthetic drugs will be 
random and the sanctions for a positive test will have the same 
consequences as listed in our student/parent handbook for illegal 
drugs. 
 
Students who are unable to provide a urine sample during the 
testing class period, will have a hair sample taken and sent to a 
certified testing lab, again obtained through SECON.  Please note 
that results from a hair sample can go back 30-60 days.  A positive 
test on a hair sample will follow the same consequences and 
sanctions as listed in the handbook for illegal/synthetic drugs. 
 
The hair test is being done to eliminate a student having to miss 
additional classes other than the one class which is missed during 
the drug testing hour.

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APRIL 2012 9TH GRADE PLAN TEST SCORES – GREAT INCREASE! 
As you can see from the graph above, the growth of our ninth graders from October to April was fantastic – even in areas where 
we were already well above the national average. It is a tribute to all of our teachers and the work they do in the classroom. The 
greatest and most significant growth was in the math scores, where we scored below the national average back in October. The 
math scores increased from 17 to 17.8 and are now above the national average. The increase in English was from a 17.5 to 18.2 or 
2 points above the national average; in reading, our students increased from a 17.2 to 17.9 or 1.2 points above the national average; 
the science score went from an 18.2 to 18.8 or 1 full point above the national average; finally the composite score went from a 17.6 
to 18.3 or 1.1 above the national average.  Again, excellent growth in a 6-month period!
